1.    Previous Minutes
The Minutes of the meeting on Wednesday 31st October 2018 were agreed to be an accurate and true reflection.  Proposed by SF and seconded by CP.
2.    Matters Arising
Car Park:  No update.

3.    Police Report
There have been 58 incidents reported to Police since 21st October 2018.
Two road traffic collisions – non injury; three road traffic collision - slight injury; ten speeding offences; one report of careless driving; four vehicles detected with no insurance; one person detected driving without a licence;  two vehicles detected without an MOT; two miscellaneous road traffic offences and four calls about the manner of driving of vehicles.
Two 2 reports of vandalism; one incident report of suspicious behaviour; three reports of persons behaving in a disorderly manner; one neighbourhood dispute; one report of sheep worrying and three reports of public protection matters.

One incident of housebreaking with intent to steal and one report of theft.

Police provided advice/assistance to members of the public for all other incidents.

4.    Treasurer’s Report
The balance this month is £3,725.83 which included payments to retiring guide leaders, Ness News and the children’s Christmas Parties.
5.    Community Amenity Issues
Dalchreichart:  No update.
A82:  Dropped kerb by the Doctors’ surgery (BEAR) and white lining throughout the village remain outstanding.  DM has contacted John Taylor at THC by e-mail today for an update regarding the pot holes at the Fire Station entrance.
Torgoyle Bridge:  No update.

Invermoriston Cemetery:  No update.
Public Toilets:  A trial period of opening the toilet 24hrs a day commenced this month.

Christmas Trees and Lights:   Lights are up in Fort Augustus and look good, they will be switched on next week.  After the festive period, they will remain in the trees but not be illuminated.  More motifs on the lamp posts will be put up (BEAR) which will be removed after the festive period.  The Christmas trees for Invermoriston and Fort Augustus have arrived and will be erected shortly.
Village Re-instatement:  SF to ask SSE for an update.

6.    Renewable Energy Projects
Stronelairg Windfarm:  reinstatement of the village green and the crossing at the Fire Station are the only maters outstanding.  £225K a year for 25 years index linked.
Glenshero:  S36 Planning has been submitted to the Scottish Office and THC.  CC replied to Scottish Office on 19th November lodging an objection of the issue of impact of abnormal loads – transport on the A82 to B862 road layout not suitable and cannot complete turn.  CC not objecting to the windfarm itself, merely the route. 
Beinneun Windfarm:  Online application for grants closes 31st January 2019 - £100,000 max.  Panel to consist of two locals and two councillors from both areas.
Millennium Windfarm:  No update.
Dell Windfarm:  No update.
Auchterawe Substation:  The next liaison group meeting 16th January at the Lovat Hotel at 7.00 p.m.

9.    AOB
Water on the A82 at Invermoriston pier has been addressed today, unsure if successful at this stage.
The plan is to light Nessie next week, John Beaton has asked for it to run pea lights from an existing pillar on the canal side duct to Nessie.  However, permission is needed from Scottish Water to excavate the canal board property in order to do so.

SF to ask Scottish Water for an update asking why they are working until 9.00 p.m. outside their agreed core operating hours.

Drainage on the A82 remains an issue at Shorelands and past Allt na Criche towards Invermoriston.
Sandra Reid (Forestry Commission) explained the FC’s desire to promote the walks behind Fort Augustus.  The intention is to have an interpretation board in the car park and ideally have a path connection to the walks via the Rare Breeds site.  JD advised that SSE were keen to put interpretation boards in the village and that Archie Munro had been due to attend to discuss the subject but it could certainly be raised with SSE at a future date.

Malcolm Sutherland wishes to attend the next CC meeting to discuss ETAPE 2019.

Mark Smith has offered to assist the CC to put up the Christmas trees and remove post festive period.

Social Care Meeting.  The meeting was very good and very successful.  A steering group is ready to start and a second meeting to be arranged.  Lots of groups to come together to discuss including but not limited to the Highland Hospice, NHS Social Workers, Invergarry and Drumnadrochit.
